Acts 1: 6-8 - Jesus’ focus is not the disciples’ focus. Specifics for the disciples might
detour them from the appointed tasks the Lord wants. The focus is to be on
witnessing. Notice there is no mention of results. That belongs to the Holy Spirit.

The Power to witness comes from the Holy Spirit --Acts 1:8.

Power in the Greek is “dunamis” which deals with a miraculous type of power. This
is the same root word from which we get the word dynamite.

Notice the positives-- “will receive” and “will be”. Compare: Ephesians 3:20, John
9, 1Samuel 17.
