“But prove yourselves doers of the word, and not merely hearers of the word, 
who delude themselves.”  James 1:22 

I. The Act of Doing 
 A good rendering of this phrase is “ continue to be doers of the Word.” 
 Once you stop doing the word you will quickly fall away. 
 The longer we go without doing God’s Word the  
     farther from Him we will grow. 
 The “ effectual doer” will be blessed.  Verse 25 

 

II. Just Being Doers 
 The phrase “be doers of the Word” was nothing new for the Jewish  

Christian. 
 Their problem was really hearing the Word. 
 You cannot become an “ effectual doer of the Word” without listening. 

 

III. Just Being Hearers  
 Just being a hearer of the Word is not enough. 
 The importance is getting from the head to the heart. Verse 23-24 
 The best way to remember something is to do it.
